Cities are increasingly the place where he plays, and more will take place, much of the social and economic world. 

In the Mediterranean the major cities are forced to bear an ever increasing urbanization, with obvious repercussions on the socio-economic balances, while the migration is further evidence of tension and intolerance with community residents. 

The recent crisis in world degrade the scenario in which whole communities have to endure the worsening of their economic and social consequence. 

And therefore need to rethink development models that are compatible with a new vision of the resources available in this framework and cultural patterns in a broad sense, and cultural cooperation in the strict sense, may be essential to the identification of lifestyles and behavior consistent with sustainable and lasting. 

The cities participating in the Euro COPPEM, including the Fourth Committee, which from the outset of its work supports and endorses the actions, have long been engaged in the study analysis and cultural cooperation as a factor in economic development and social sustainable . 

Monitoring and analysis of different identities within different urban fabric and management of Cultural Heritage and intangible material of different territories and communities has been a constant objective of the activities that have characterized the action. 

Over the past five years have developed activities and experiences aimed to cover complementary and necessary for the completion of the processes undertaken: 

the promotion and marketing of the territories, through dissemination and networking, building studies and insights (Unimed Cultural Heritage Project - MEDA II Program); 

research, identification and cataloging of the Intangible Cultural Heritage and identity of urban development during the process of Medins - INTERREG MEDOCC program; 


testing the trio of Heritage, the Community Land as vital factors in a harmonious and sustainable development in accordance with the traditions and property in the area and with the active involvement of the communities making the most of their wealth tied to diversity implemented through the coordination of the actions foreseen in the draft Ecomemaq ARCHIMED INTERREG Program, which provides for the construction of a network between areas ecomuseale a vocation; 

the identification and use of traditional building techniques identified in the Mediterranean architectural traditions aimed at saving energy and being pursued in the Sun & Wind - Life Program 

the realization of events to gather and exchange and intercultural dialogue, including through the implementation of awareness campaigns and cultural events such as exhibitions, concerts, festivals and other forms of cultural cooperation and youth (La Notte Euro Dialogue - Anna Lindh Foundation cooperation) 

the cooperative constant dialogue with various international organizations which have long operating profitably in the same scope by pursuing objectives consistent with those identified and pursued by COPPEM (ICCN, Anna Lindh Foundation, Council of Europe, Foundation for Universal Forum Cultures, UNESCO ) 

Both sessions provided during the annual communication of the fourth COPPEM touch themes consistent with the strategies pursued through programmatic arrangements involving the participation of as many local and international actors in order to give every single action a breathing part which involves a "bottom". 

For these reasons the work of Sanliurfa is therefore characterized as an important step in the strengthening of actions in support of sustainable social development of the Euro as well as an important element in building a harmonious mosaic of actions to be structured in accordance with international partners and find fulfillment and natural port in the strategy planning approach to the implementation of the Universal Forum of Cultures 2013 in Naples. 
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
